Describe historical events

Place events and artefacts in order on a timeline. What are the Houses of Parliament?

Label time lines with words or phrases such as: past, present, older and newer.

Recount changes that have occurred in their own lives.

Use dates where appropriate. Identify some of the different ways the past has been represented.

Show an understanding of the concept of nation and a nation’s history.

Show an understanding of concepts such as monarchy, parliament.
